





SUPPLEMENT 2: VP Admin Report

Mauceri and Demmers attended a special meeting of the Arts, Parks and Neighborhoods committee
(11/30/2011) convened by Krekorian on File No. 11-1912, “City Attorney report and Ordinance relative to
amending Sections 20.36 and 22.816 of the Los Angeles Administrative Code (LACC) relating to
neighborhood council elections. The situation, as described by Rules and Elections to the GGPNC GB at
the November 15, 2011 meeting is the following: LACC requires that the City Clerk administer all NC
elections. There is no funding in the City’s budget for the City Clerk to do this in 2012. Preliminary
recommendations have included postponing the elections for 2 years, holding “selections” instead of
elections, or modifying the Code to allow other entities to administer the NC elections including DONE or
an independent election administrator (IEA.) While these options are being explored, the City Council is
seeking input from stakeholders. At the 11/30 meeting, many stakeholders put forth various options. The
City Clerk reported that the final decision would be weighted heavily on the results of the survey. To date
only 3 (of 95) NC have responded (GGPNC has) and only 15 (of millions and millions) of stakeholders
have responded. We are urging that the GGPNC provide a strong voice in favor of the position which was
taken at our November 15 Board meeting by submitting as many surveys as possible. We do not believe
that cancelling the election is a viable option. The response that the GGPNC endorsed is included as
supplemental material.

SUPPLEMENT 3: Rules & Elections Motion (Standing Rule re: wide-distribution communications)

Since approval of the revised “job descriptions” of GB Officers in the By Laws provide for the Vice
President, Communications to serve as the conduit and gateway for all intra-board communications,
adopting this as a Standing Rule protects the NC from possible Brown Act violations via serial
communications when email recipients hit “reply all” or add more than four names to the cc list. Further,
utilizing the VP Communications as a conduit will insure that there is an accurate and easily accessible
record of all electronic communications should a request for such be made.

SUPPLEMENT 4: Rules & Elections Motion (Bylaw amendment re: NC boundary)

When GGPNC was formed a small piece of was included that should have been included in the Silver
Lake NC. This area is a triangle that runs for a few blocks along the intersection of Franklin and Hoover. It
is thought that originally this was included initially because of the “Bates Motel”, a derelict, nuisance

property.

Median household income was $50,793, about average for the city. Only 31.2 per-
cent of the 17,368 households had annual incomes over $60,000. The average household
size was two people, a low number for both the city and the county. The percentage of
men or women in Los Feliz who had never married is among the highest in the county.

Of Los Feliz residents 25 years and older, 42.7 percent had college degrees, which is
a higher percentage than most of Los Angeles city and county. The median age was 36
years, “old” for the city of Los Angeles, but about average for the county as a whole.

Property crimes accounted for 85 percent of all crimes over the last six months of
2008 data, and of violent crimes, nearly all were aggravated assaults or robbery. Homi-
cide and rape remained very rare.

Ostrow: Asking for reports from members who attended meetings on behalf of GGPNC.
laderosa: Reporting on NC election meeting.

Ostrow: Reporting on Griffith Park resource meeting, including recommendation that PROS meet with
those involved in equestrian bridge project.

Mauceri arrives.

Ghazarian: Reporting on Griffith Park resource meeting, including construction timelines and old zoo
performing arts proposal.

Noting Nyla Arslanian’s resignation as Culture & Events
chair and upcoming outreach to identify a replacement. Sharing letter reporting ethics issue at DWP.
Sharing letter from AT&T on installation of cell tower at Clarissa & Commonwealth.

i. Status Report On Grievances and Complaints

Ostrow: Clarifying resolution of complaint about typo in meeting agenda — City Attorney has determined
no Brown Act violation had occurred. Asking for public comment — there is none.

Campbell arrives.



Reporting on resolution of complaint about bylaw ratification, history of bylaw reform, failure to notify
GGPNC when DONE approved changes, and reading prepared statement from the City Attorney and
DONE: “The Greater Griffith Park Neighborhood Council mistakenly acted upon bylaws that had not yet
been approved by the Department of Neighborhood Empowerment when appointing members to its
board at its May 2011 meeting. The bylaws, however, were later approved by the Board of Neighborhood
Commissioners after the concern about the board's bylaws were called to the attention of GGPNC.
Although the board acted prematurely on its appointment process, the subsequent approval by the
Commission of the amended bylaws means that there was a harmless error that occurred in this specific
instance. There has been no showing or indication that the outcome of the board's decision over the past
several months would be different. In addition, the actions by the board were conducted with apparent
authority and those persons and agencies interacting with the board may rely on the board's past
decisions.”

Bae: Confirming that this information will be relayed to the stakeholder who filed the complaint.

Mauceri: Explaining that GGPNC has conducted itself properly in every regard, DONE fell behind in their
paperwork and issued the GGPNC to operate under the new bylaws. Now everything is in order.

Ferris: Clarifying that the board structure change should have been sent to BONC from DONE and that
the failure to do so was not the GGPNC.

Demmers: Reporting that newest set of bylaw changes have not been returned. More than 10 days have
elapsed. She will continue to seek this approval.

Public Comment:
DeMonte: Explaining role of BONC in exercising exhaustive measures.

O’Grady arrives.

b. VP Administration. Mayor’s budget day.

Demmers: Reporting on October 30, 2011 Community Budget Day. Joe Young and Demmers appointed
GGPNC budget representatives, who in turn appoint citywide advocates. Representatives collect
stakeholder input on budget priorities. Reporting that city has cut a third of its workforce and a looming
$250 million deficit. A quarter of all city dollars go to pensions and retiree benefits. City Attorney has not
had a new hire in 5 years and has been forced to settle claims at great cost to the city. Comptroller made
similar plea on lack of auditors. Overall message was a push for revenue creation, through initiatives like
shop LA. Commission on women, on children, the environmental affairs, and other important bodies have
been disbanded. Distributing prescription discount flyer.

Public Comment:
Richard Spicer: Asking about efficiencies in budget report.

Demmers: Reporting on eliminated redundancies and new technology efficiencies.

Bae: Sharing report from Jane Usher on ACE program which will replace LAPD municipal code violations
with limited appeals process.

Ostrow: Noting City Attorney has also been advocating for this program.

Demmers: Reporting on Committee bylaw and standing rule compliance. Noting a grievance had
previously been filed on committee non-compliance. Since then the VP of Admin has been working with
Committee Chairs concerning website maintenance, meetings, and other requirements. The Green
Committee is now the only committee not in compliance with these requirements. Noting November 30
deadline for compliance and explaining that no agenda items will be permitted to come forward from
committee if that deadline is not met.

Richard Spicer: Recommending that committee agenda be posted at the post office.

Public Comment:
Jacquelyn Kerr: Noting this was heard by ZA last week and hearing held open until November 21* and
decision forthcoming in December. Kerr undertook investigation into noise levels and other complaints.

Rosemary DeMonte: Also sharing results of personal investigation and stressing importance of 1am
curfew and 1 year plan compliance.

Elizabeth Pederson, Applicant representative: Sharing that project vetted through LAPD, removed
dancing from the request, placed hard lid and siding to roof, and volunteering plan approval.




Dave Bass: Explaining that this business has not been in compliance with its existing use permit. This
business has been in business for 25 months and this full track record, not just the last month must be
assessed. Violations include happy hour, dancing, cover charges. Essentially this is operating as a
nightclub, advertising five full service bars and bottle service. Asking that the restaurant be closed earlier
and be required to acquire party permits.

Nata Rajan: Neighbor reporting on increased noise levels from top floor. Explaining that his apartment
building is 60 ft from this location and his tenants are unable to tolerate the noise. His building has
always complied with the housing and building requirements. This establishment should be required to do
the same.

Wendy Birnbaum: Neighbor a half block away. Her primary concern is on the residential impact and the
ongoing non-compliance. Asking for a shorter limitation on hours and limitation on special events that are
being anticipated and confirmation that they too will comply with requirements.

John Bowen: Resident for 36 years, this represents the first problematic business in that time and he
recommends a return to normal.

Miho lkeda: Against the CUP.

Richard Brewer: Agreeing with those against. Survey all restaurants in Los Feliz. 80% close before
midnight. Noting ongoing violations including dancing, background music, happy hour, and kitchen hours.
Proposed parking area is in a red zone/bus zone.

Elizabeth Pederson: Rebutting information provided by those against the CUP. Stating that there is no
dancing. Explaining plan for special events to be approved by LAPD. Stating there is no cover charge.
Long-running cabaret has a cover charge. Flyers are not the product of the establishment. Recognizing
Sunday brunch promotion is hon-compliant and those promotions have been terminated. Explaining that
initial issues were reported and quickly resolved. Kitchens are open all night.

Question Period:

Ghazarian: Asking about flyer that says, “ladies free all night” and “guys $10.”

Pederson: Saying that this document is unfamiliar to her and probably was distributed during the period
the restaurant was working with LAPD to resolve non-compliance.

Malhi: Asking about noise complaints and noting that Alcove in asking for the CUP implemented noise
reduction materials.
Pederson: Explaining that new construction has recently been undertaken.

Demmers: Asking why comparisons to Alcove and Little Dom’s were not included in committee member’s
submission and noting that only other permits with these hours were granted to “good neighbors.” Asking
about ratio of food receipts to liquor receipts.

Pederson: Explaining that ratio is in compliance and alcohol receipts do not exceed food receipts.

Robbins: Asking if flyers are from 2010 and cabaret.
Pederson: Confirming no events of this kind at this time.

Desai: Asking about CUP prohibition on Happy Hour.
Pederson: Confirming prohibition.

Kornberg: Asking what portion of the 25-month period of operation was in non-compliance.
Pederson: Reading from police letter indicating roughly a year and a half of non-compliance.

Ferris: Asking about decibel levels
Pederson: Explaining sound testing at different hours of the day.

Ostrow: Asking about committee proceedings.
Khanjian: 7 people spoke at the committee meeting. Documents passed around tonight were also
available at the committee. Confirming LAPD officer attended PZHPC meeting in June.




Ostrow: Asking about flyers.

Pederson: Did not see flyers at committee meetings. She has been working with the owners for a year.
Did not see website references. Was hired to help owners get into compliance. Aware that this type of
activity had occurred in the past.

Khanijian: Noting that some flyers are being seen for the first time.
Bass: Sharing video and screen shots from recent evenings.

Desai: Asking about valet restrictions.
Khanjian: Explaining this restriction is intended to limit noise near residential area.

Campbell: Asking about what happens with CUP violations.
Pederson: Explaining process of documentation, investigation, and revocation proceedings. No such
proceedings have occurred to date.

O’Grady: Asking about CUP conditions.
Pederson: No happy hour. Dancing and live music have been voluntarily withdrawn.

Demmers: Asking committee why did all other recent hearings have different hours for weeknights and
not in this applicant.
Khanjian: Explaining this reflects applications that come to the committees.

Mauceri: Asking what the application asks for that is new.
Khanjian: CUP is up for renewal.
Pederson: CUP is on a plan approval.

Ghazarian: Asking why website says dinner is only served until 11pm if kitchen is open until closing.
Pederson: Asked client to change there website.
Khanijian: Noting there are two establishments at the location

Robbins: Asking why there isn’t a chance to rebut these answers. Asking Khanjian about his personal
opinion of compliance progress.
Ostrow: Explaining process.

Ostrow: Asking for further clarification on plan approval.
Pederson: Confirming revocation is a possible consequence.

Discussion:
Khanjian: Noting new materials are being distributed tonight that haven't been distributed earlier.
Explaining layout of parking lots in this area. Explaining history of committee work on this.

Bae: Sharing personal experience walking his dogs past this location. Noting there has been significant
improvement. Sharing experience of friends in nearby buildings.

Desai: Noting that these businesses are difficult to maintain and deserve our support.

Robbins: Supporting committee work on this issue. Comparing this to Scientology approval.
Remembering this issue arising a year ago in committee. Remembering LAPD officer naming this issue
as her number one priority. Appears genuine efforts have been made to comply with requirements.
Suggesting they should come back to this body to reconfirm compliance in 4-5 months.

Campbell: Supporting committee work. Just called Rockwell and asked what time the kitchen closed,
employee said that kitchen closed at 10 or 11pm and bar would as well if business was slow.

laderosa: Agreeing that we need to support local businesses. But same rule applies to the residents. Not
supporting this because in her role as Public Safety chair this is an issue she has encountered regularly.
Recommending the restaurant be supported, but only until midnight.




Malhi: Classified on Yelp as lounge/dance club. Has noticed noise late at night. Recommending the
support be for true compliance.

Mauceri: Vermont/Rockwell is a bar and a restaurant. No question that the Rockwell has not been a good
neighbor and has used promotion companies to operate in this way. Other restaurants have stayed in
compliance at their own expense. We should not reward bad behavior. Committee has clearly done
significant work.

O’Grady: Noting different expectations between restaurants and bars. Also supports a reduction in hours
to midnight. Later hours for other applicants were for good behavior.

Kornberg: Sharing personal experience being kicked out of restaurant.

MOTION TO AMEND:
Kornberg moves to reduce closing time to midnight on Sunday through Wednesday. Ferris seconds.

Bae objects.

2" MOTION TO AMEND:
Ghazarian moves to bring restaurant hours in compliance with current website advertising (Sunday —
Wednesday 11pm; Thursday — Saturday 12am). Mauceri seconds.

Robbins objects.

Mauceri: Supporting this motion.

Robbins: This body should not be judging people on their websites. Supporting original amendment.
O’Grady: Supporting 2" Amendment. Also accepting midnight all 7 days.

Ostrow: Uncomfortable holding applicant responsible for Yelp entry. Also noting that “kitchen closing”
times often indicate when patrons must enter orders not when diners finish eating. The council is only an
advisory body, not charged with investigation, punishment, or many of the other functions discussed
tonight. Not supporting motion.

Ghazarian: This isn’t intended as a punishment and this is good for the neighborhood.

Ostrow: Noting this committee has given this issue serious consideration.




Kornberg calls the question. Bae seconds.

Comments from board members
include reference to traditional meeting time, volunteers able to serve this capacity but at a later time,
benefits of having free time earlier in the evening to meet with constituents, and option of starting shorter
meetings later. Members expressed concerns about cutting meeting time short. Members discussed a
better and more consistent set of ground rules.

Bae nominates Kornberg. Kornberg accepts with the condition that the meeting be schedule to
accommodate her work schedule. Kornberg elected Secretary by consensus.

Campbell: Updating board on meeting times, recent legislative developments on relevant issues.

f.  Motion: Approve $350 for a classroom setting bicycle workshop taught by Sustainable
Streets and promotion of workshop.

Campbell: Describing program and plans to hold event with a non-profit that provides bicycle training.
$250 funds program; $100 funds outreach.

Ostrow: Asking about preparation for demand warrant.

No Objection. Passed by consensus.

g. Motion: Approve $100 for reusable tableware for GGPNC board functions.

MOTION:
Campbell moves. laderosa seconds.

Campbell explains idea to buy permanent plate ware. Board members would wash their own dishes and
take turns washing the materials used by the public.

Discussion:
Demmers: Suggesting high-heat composting and reusable silverware are more practical.

O’Grady: Suggesting this can be a pilot program for the board and serve as an example.
Khanjian: Clarifying we're not supposed to use the sink in the lounge.

O’Grady: Suggesting the motion might be withdrawn.

Suggesting letter detailing these issues.

Ostrow: Noting no draft language submitted, despite request.

Mauceri: Noting the LADOT is often unresponsive to these types of efforts. Suggesting the new
Transportation chair would be better suited to take this on.

MOTION:
Mauceri moves to table. Ghazarian seconds. No objection. Motion tabled by consensus.

8. Rules And Elections Committee
i. NC Elections Survey. Discussion and action as appropriate.

MOTION:

Demmers moves to approve NC response to Election Alternatives Survey and that individual members
accept committee advice on filling in their own surveys. Bae seconds.

Demmers: Explaining background on this issue and past committee and board work on this process.

Public Comment:
DeMonte: Sharing her support for a public selection in place of an election if the city in fact cancels the
elections.

Questions:
Ferris: Asking for clarification of difference between BONC and LANCC

Campbell leaves.

Discussion:

Mauceri: Explaining that this is the City Clerk’s survey asking this NC what will be best for this NC.
Explaining LANCC's role and participation. This recommendation reflects the committee’s best advice for
this council.

Demmers: Explaining that the committee was not comfortable with the options for number 5. The
explanation in number 6 can expand on that issue.

Ferris: Explaining that the committee decided to bring the pros and cons of each choice to the board but
have only the conclusions reflected on the form.

Mauceri seconds. No objection. Amendment adopted by consensus. Explanation in 6 “Given our previous

Ostrow: Noting he is not consistent in this vein and probably already commenting and weighing in too
often already.

Ferris: Not voting is a cop-out. As a constituent representative the President should be voting.
Robbins: Supporting the motion.

Kornberg: Noting that President’s non-voting is recorded as an abstention like anyone else.

Bae: Members should not be swayed by other members voting.
