Not so! His instinct is to defend where he lives. As long 
as your pet has a strong attachment to their home, 
there is absolutely no reason they should change their 
previous behavior of guarding their home.

•	 Spaying or neutering will alter my pet’s personality. 
Any slight changes will be positive. Regardless of age, 
your pet should remain caring. loving and protective.

HOW MUCH DOES A DOG LICENSE COST?

ONLY $15/Year:	 Cost of a license for a dog that is 
spayed or neutered.

$100 / Year:	 Cost of a license for a dog that IS NOT 
spayed or neutered.*

* IMPORTANT:	 In addition, if you plan to breed your 
pet, you must purchase a $100 Intact 
License for your dog or cat.

All dogs & cats in LA city and county are 

required to be fixed!
All LA city and LA county dogs and cats are required to be 
spayed or neutered by four months of age, with several 
exemptions. These ordinances will help combat pet 
overpopulation and bites.
